Education for new mothers is
an essential component of the
Women'’s Center. Debi Bocar,
a breastfeeding educator, was
brought to HMC to provide
certification to HMC staff, and
staff from many other hospitals
and health agencies
throughout western Kansas.

Through collaboration with the
Hays Interagency
Coordinating Council, HMC
provided 122 breast pumps to
mothers who had no other
access to a pump.
Breastfeeding educators on
staff also assist moms with
breastfeeding problems once
home with their babies.

The Woman Infant Care
Center also provides, free of
charge, a four-week course
preparing couples on
techniques to assist them with
an optimal delivery. The
course is taught by certified
childbirth educators. A
breastfeeding class is now
offered in the fifth week.

Afree sibling class is provided
to families every other month
to help prepare siblings for the
new arrival. “We believe our
services focus on the
wellbeing of the entire family,”
said Gray, “and providing our
parents with resources to give
them the best start possible.”
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
