It's an exciting time for healthcare in our region
with an $18.5 million building and renovation
project announced recently by HaysMed
President and CEO Dr. John Jeter.

As you will read in the enclosed articles, the
construction project will have five components
including a new four-story medical office tower,
expansion of the Dreiling/Schmidt Cancer
Institute and Obstetrics Unit, moving the Breast
Care Center to the main facility, and renovation
of the in-patient restrooms.

To assist with the funding, the Foundation has
implemented a capital campaign with a goal of
$5 million for construction and another $2 million
for endowed funds which will help finance future
programs and projects of the medical center.

“Beyond Medicine — transforming healthcare
for our region” is the campaign theme and
HaysMed plans to do exactly that. HaysMed
understands the need for strengthening the ties
to Critical Access Hospitals by providing
outreach clinics, bio-medical services and
telemedicine to 42 Kansas counties and 2
counties in Nebraska. These hospitals, in turn,
may transfer patients to HaysMed who require
medical specialists for treatment.

With the strong partnership of these hospitals,
the number of people coming to the medical
center continues to grow and the additional
space in the building and renovation project is
needed.

Healthcare for the people in western Kansas
is a priority of HaysMed.

Highlights of the Expansion and Renovation
Project

Bickle Family Tower Construction

The New Medical Office Tower, named in recognition of the generous
support of Don and Chris Bickle, will connect the Miller and Bickle
pavilions. The Bickle Family Tower will allow for expansion of the
DeBakey Heart Institute. Heart disease continues to be the number
one cause of death in our nation, and the expansion of the DeBakey
Heart Institute allows us to enhance the cardiac and vascular service
available to our region. The tower will provide adequate space for
cardiovascular services, room for future medical clinics and consolidation
of administrative offices. Projected cost: $12.7 million.

Women’s Center Expansion and Renovation

The Women'’s Center at HaysMed
will be expanded and renovated
to accommodate the increased
number of deliveries and provide
a more nurturing environment for
our women patients and
newborns. The center was
designed in 1996 to
accommodate 600 deliveries per
year and the current number of
deliveries now averages more
than 700 including the majority of
high risk deliveries in the region. Projected cost: $1.6 million.

Dreiling/Schmidt Cancer Institute Expansion and Renovation

The Dreiling/Schmidt Cancer
Institute provides state-of-the-art
diagnosis and treatment. The
renovation will take place in two
phases. Phases | will include the
expansion and consolidation of
the waiting areas. It will also
combine the reception and
admission area for convenience
and accessibility, and will renovate
the current space to provide larger,
more efficient areas for the patients and staff. Phase Il will expand
the Institute to the west and will be completed at a later date. Projected
cost: $1 million.

Patient Tower Improvements

Renovations will maximize the current space bathrooms making more
efficient and open for the convenience of patients and caregivers.

Patient and equipment needs have changes since the patient tower
bathrooms were designed in the 1970’s. The renovations will improve
patient accessibility to bathing facilities. Projected cost: $2.4 million.
